The title "Holy One" appears most often
in the book of Isaiah

Isaiah 6 is when Isaiah first had a revelation
of God's holiness |
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« Threefold repetition of "holy" as a
superlative

« God is completely and absolutely holy




Meaning of Holy

* God is completely separate, unique, “other”
(Exodus 15:11; Deuteronomy 4:35; Isaiah 46:9, 55:8-9)

~+ God is perfect, morally pure
(Psalm 18:30; Matthew 5:48)
